WE CONFESS

There are days when we confess by our words and our lives that

we are ready to walk on water with you. But then have come also
those days when we have denied you by our words and our lives.
Forgive us, Lord! Restore us to fellowship with you and one
another!

WE HEAR THE GOOD NEWS OF SALVATION

P When Jesus Christ arose triumphant from the grave, he did not

come back to take revenge on those who had persecuted him, nor
on those who had disappointed him. He came to restore them. To
the disciples, huddled together in a locked room, He came and
said, “Peace be with you.” To the people of Jerusalem, he sent his




apostles with a message of mercy and forgiveness. To Peter, who
had denied Him three times, He gave the chance to confess Him
three times. And He restored Peter to his call as a servant and
apostle in His kingdom, saying to him, “Feed my lambs.” These
same words of restoration are for you! All your sins are forgiven.
Come, be an apostle in Christ's kingdom! His peace be with you!

C And also with you.

FIRST READING Acts 1:12-26
2{The apostles} returned to Jerusalem from the mount called
Olivet, which is near Jerusalem, a Sabbath day’s journey away.
13And when they had entered, they went up to the upper room,
where they were staying, Peter and John and James and Andrew,
Philip and Thomas, Bartholomew and Matthew, James the son of
Alphaeus and Simon the Zealot and Judas the son of James. *All

language Akeldama, that is, Field of Blood.) 2°“For it is written in
the Book of Psalms, ““May his camp become desolate, and let
there be no one to dwell in it’; and ““Let another take his office.’
2150 one of the men who have accompanied us during all the time
that the Lord Jesus went in and out among us, *?beginning from
the baptism of John until the day when he was taken up from us



— one of these men must become with us a witness to his
resurrection.” 23And they put forward two, Joseph called
Barsabbas, who was also called Justus, and Matthias. 2*And they
prayed and said, “You, Lord, who know the hearts of all, show
which one of these two you have chosen 2°to take the place in
this ministry and apostleship from which Judas turned aside to go
to his own place.” 2°And they cast lots for them, and the lot fell
on Matthias, and he was numbered with the eleven apostles.
